Terms and Conditions

1. The Smart Kids UK Story Writing Competition is open to pupils who attend primary or secondary school in the UK and are aged between 5 and 16 years of age.

2. All information detailing how to enter forms part of these terms and conditions. It is a condition of entry that all rules are accepted as final and that the competitor agrees to abide by these rules. Submission of an entry will be taken to mean acceptance of these terms and conditions. 

3. Entries should be submitted to the published postal address and include a copy of the entry form. All entries must be received by the published closing date to be entered into the competition and entry is restricted to one per person. Competition entry deadline: 19th March 2011.

To participate in this competition, entrants must compose a story based on a Feelings and Emotions card that can be downloaded from the Smart Kids or nasen website, or a whole pack can be bought from Smart Kids UK Ltd by quoting code PS01. Entries can be written, or typed; it can be a voice recording, or perhaps a reading on video, or even a short play. They can be in the form of a comic strip or short graphic novel. The entry is limited only by your imagination, just as long as the judges are able to interpret or read the story.Cards remain the property of Smart Kids UK Ltd and cannot be used for any other purpose. Entries must be the work of the individual submitting them and must not have been published elsewhere or have won a prize in any other competition.
